In accordance with the Commander’s 
policy “REQUESTS FOR FUNDS/DONATIONS”, dated 19 Nov. 2008, any 
individual efforts to raise donations for a particular cause external to the post 
fund raisers must be presented at the regularly scheduled Joint Meeting for 
consideration.  An excerpt from this policy follows: 

All external requests for funds or donations shall be brought to 
the floor of the Joint Meeting prior to any promise or pledge for funds 
and prior to a vote from the floor of individual General Meetings.  This 
will allow a cross check to ensure non-duplication, feasibility and ap-
plicability. 

II.   All fund requests from or allocations/donations to the Junior Girls 
shall be made to the Ladies Auxiliary.  This will allow proper tracking 
and record keeping. 

III. All requests for fund raisers or functions external to the Post and 
its Auxiliaries must be approved by the Post Commander.”
